Students will:

1. Demonstrate basic digital imaging skills;

2. Use correctly the visual art terminology associated with the specific expectations for this grade;

3. Produce an original 60 second Digital Story that includes a soundtrack and visually communicates an emotional change;

4. Explain the effects of different artistic choices.

Highlighted Connections: Art World; ELA; CTE & Media Technology

Scenario: Imagine that a local contemporary art museum is holding a major show called “The Story of Feeling: How Art Shows Our Inner Lives.” An entire gallery has been set aside for teenagers to show original video art, and a there will be a website where visitors can view these video artworks online. You have been asked to submit a Digital Story about the real emotions experienced by teenagers and young adults.
Description of the Task
Part 1

After viewing exemplars and discussing the task in small groups, students select a theme that will enable them to visually depict how one emotion changes into another. Prior to beginning the final product, students complete a series of thumbnail sketches exploring different ways of showing this transformation. Once they have decided on a direction, they produce or find one or more digital images that can adequately express their idea. Using digital imaging software, students manipulate their image(s) until they have a set of at least 5 that can be used in a video sequence to show emotional change. Students add transition effects between each image, compose and add a soundtrack, add a title and closing credits slide, and ensure that the video lasts between 60-90 seconds.
Part 2

Students share their Digital Story videos with each other and complete a Peer Feedback Worksheet. Finally, in an individual written response, each student will reflect upon the success of his or her digital story.

Media: Digital Story Telling (computer, Windows Movie Maker or other software, Windows Paint or digital imaging software, scanner/digital camera, microphone/digital sound recording, traditional media)

Students should be provided with the following materials:

– Scanner and/or digital camera

– Movie making software

Minimum Requirements:

To achieve a Level 2 rating, a judge must be able to answer “yes” to the following questions:

1. Does the DS have a minimum of 5 images plus a title and credit slide, for a total of at least 7 slides? The 5 images may be different variations of one image or may include more than one source image.

2. Does the final work provide evidence that a selection & manipulation tool was used? Examples: Visual evidence that a portion of an image has been moved, enlarged, or altered.

3. Does the final work provide evidence that layering has been used? Examples: Transparent overlay, parts of images “collaged” or cloned on top of a base image, etc.

4. Does the final work provide evidence that at least one filter has been used, e.g. inversion, tiling, lens flare, blur, sepia tone, etc.

5. Does the final work provide evidence of image movement/transition effects (e.g. Ken Burns transition, ease out, etc) 

6. Does the final work provide evidence of a beginning, middle, and end?

7. Does the final work provide evidence of an original sound track (using available resources such as feeplaymusic.com, etc)

8. Does the final work have a duration of at least 60 seconds but no more than 90 seconds?

9. Does the final work provide visual evidence of at least one change of emotion or mood? 

10. Is the emotional change identified on the title page? 

Level 3 and 4 achievement will be determined based on how well students are able to synthesize the above minimum requirements towards their expressive goal (e.g. the emotional change when moves between Restraint & Freedom, Boredom & Enthusiasm, Ignorance & Insight, Isolation & Togetherness, Injustice & Justice, or the Ordinary & Extraordinary).
Rubric
Introduce the task-specific rubric (SEE PAGE 12) to the students at least one day prior to the administration of the task. Review the rubric with the students and ensure that each student understands the criteria and the descriptions for achievement at each level. 

Allow ample class time for a thorough reading and discussion of the assessment criteria outlined on the rubric.

Some students may perform below level 1. It will be important to note the characteristics of their work in relation to the criteria in the assessment rubric and to provide feedback to help them improve.
Steps in Performance Task:
1. The task is explained and students are shown examples of Digital Stories or video art that show a change in emotion or mood. PowerPoint showing examples of Madden’s “99 Ways To Tell A Story” is shown to demonstrate how artists can change the meaning of a work by changing its visual language.  

2. In small groups, students discuss the examples and PowerPoint. The teacher introduces the following 6 themes for students to discuss:

a. Restraint & Freedom

b. Boredom & Enthusiasm

c. Ignorance & Insight

d. Isolation & Togetherness

e. Injustice & Justice

f. Ordinary & Extraordinary 

3. Using one of the 6 themes, students write a sentence: “My digital image story is going to be about how ______________ changes into ______________.” (This theme can be changed based on the results of the student’s exploration and preplanning in steps 6-7 below).

4. Students brainstorm (visually or in writing) a list of possible topics/images/symbols that can be used to show their theme.

5. Students select an image by appropriating an image from the Internet, bringing in an image, or producing an original image. Hard-copy images are transferred into digital format (e.g. by scanning or taking a digital photo of the original).

6. Teacher demonstrates use of the basic digital imaging tools (e.g. selection, move, fill, layering, and filter tools)

7. Using the pre-planning matrix, students explore how they can visually show their chosen theme by making at least 3 variations in pencil or colored pencil. As they work the teacher reminds them to keep in mind the possibilities offered by the digital imaging software (selecting, moving, filling, scaling, making multiple copies of one image or image element, etc).

8. After deciding on their initial idea, students produce a minimum of 5 different images using the digital imaging software. The images must show evidence of using a selection and manipulation tool, layering, and a filter tool.

9. Students decide on the initial image sequence, and then produce a title and credit slide.

10. Students transfer all 7 images (at least 5 core images plus a title and a credit slide) into Windows Movie Maker or other digital movie software program.

11. Students decide on and apply transition effects to each slide, making sure that the final run time is no less than 60 seconds. The movie should not show the title and credit slides for more than 5 seconds each, leaving at least 50 seconds to show the emotional change by using the remaining 5 (minimum) images.

12. Students generate an original music tack using sites such as “FreePlayMusic.com” and add it to the movie sequence.

13. Students save their movie as an .mpg, .avi, or .wmv file and give the movie a name using the following FILE NAME FORMAT: LastNameFirstNameSchoolName. An example of a correct file name is: SmithJohnCoan.mpg (this file would belong to a student named John Smith at Coan Middle School).

14. In groups of 2-4, share and discuss each digital video and complete a Peer Feedback Sheet.

15. Each student artist completes an artistic choices sheet.

16. The teacher obtains digital copies of all movies and puts them in one folder on a computer (this way the files will be automatically alphabetized).  The teacher then transfers the folder to either a CD, DVD, or USB thumb drive and labels it using the following format:

18. The art teacher evaluates each student by filling out the TOP Rubric ONLY; the other Rubric is to be left blank. The blank rubric will be used by an outside evaluator.

19. After evaluating all 8th grade students, the art teacher divides student work into 4 stacks according to the following: 
Put ALL of your Level 1’s together; place them in an envelope labeled with you name followed by the title LEVEL 1

Put ALL of your Level 2’s together; place them in an envelope labeled with you name followed by the title LEVEL 2

Put ALL of your Level 3’s together; place them in an envelope labeled with you name followed by the title LEVEL 3

Put ALL of your Level 4’s together; place them in an envelope labeled with you name followed by the title LEVEL 4
