Two-Dimensional Portrait and Written Commentary

The Task

The task has two components:

Part One: A two-dimensional Portrait
Part Two: The student’s written commentary answering three critical analysis questions
Note: Part One has multiple steps that will result in multiple artifacts; only submit the artifacts identified in the submission instructions.

Scenario:

Coca Cola’s division of cultural affairs is starting an initiative to showcase the diversity and world view of its customers. This cultural initiative is meant to showcase the variety of people and cultures that are brought together through their enjoyment of Coca Cola. The exhibit will travel to countries in which Coca Cola products are sold. 

As avid arts collectors, Coca Cola is trying to build its collection of Postmodern Art. Your challenge is to create a portrait that focuses on your view of the world that incorporates postmodern principles, focuses on a specific art style, and color scheme. You will have to decide which media, compositional elements and visual characteristics will be used; and finally how to execute them to generate a balanced, harmonious composition. Keep in mind the portrait does NOT have to be a SELF PORTRAIT or a PORTRAIT OF A SINGE PERSON…..although it can be. Your portrait SHOULD focus on how the person/persons within the composition view the world. Remember it is very important to follow the requirements of your client, Coca Cola, as they have commissioned the work for a specific purpose. 

Portrait

Through research of portrait styles and images, exploration of color theory, contour line, gesture drawing, and facial plane, you, the artist, will create a portrait. Postmodern art will be viewed and discussed to support your understanding of select postmodern principles. You will use your research and experimentation as starting points for 6 thumbnail sketches to explore ideas for your final art piece. After sketching you will consult with fellow artists to gain feedback on your sketches to assure that you are focusing on the clients’ (Coca Cola Company) requirements. You will then take the feedback you have gained, make revisions to your design and generate your final artwork. Each of these steps aligns with a different Georgia Performance Standard in the Visual Arts: Meaning and Creative Thinking, and Artistic Production. At different points in the process, you will also use a “Class/Student Critique Sheet and Checklist” and a “Checklist for Formative Assessment of the 2-D Portrait” to reflect on the significance and meaning of the image you have chosen to create.

Written Commentary

Your written commentary will be used to sell the client on your artwork.  You have three questions the client wants you to address. Your answers will inform the client of your creative process, message you were trying to communicate in your piece and how you addressed the clients’ requirements. Each of the three questions aligns with a different Georgia Performance Standard in the Visual Arts: Contextual Understanding, Assessment and Reflection, and Connections.  

Together, the two components of this performance task assess student knowledge and skills in all five dimensions of the Georgia Performance Standards in the Visual Arts.

Materials and Resources Required

· Sketching media- pencil, pen, color pencil, chalk, etc. ---whatever is available to the class

· Color Media- Paint, Chalk, Oil Pastel, etc. (whatever is available to the class)

2-D Portrait 

Time Requirement 12 class periods 

Day 1-

· Task scenario presented, description of the task, discussion of rubric

· Brainstorm ideas that students feel tells their narrative view of their world 

- If you had to tell someone about your life and experiences what would the snapshot look like. For example- the view from the eyes of an athlete? A teen mom? A musician? Your family?

· Review capturing the draw images using contour, gesture. Sketchbook practice time for students have a variety of images for students to observe, possibly some that related to their brainstormed image ideas.

· Review basic facial proportions and planes. Allow time to practice drawing faces via images, posed students, or use of a mirror.

Exploration/Creative Planning – Thumbnail Sketches (Once Class Period). Review Thumbnail Sketch Rubric before students begin.
Students will use their drawings, brainstorming ideas, notes on portrait styles and postmodern principles as a source to guide them in creating three thumbnail sketches of their final portrait. Students will produce multiple thumbnail sketches that explore different possible designs; they make notes as they work to help clarify the values and ideas that they want their portrait to focus on.

Peer Feedback and Revisions- Students will pass their thumbnail sketches to a peer and get feedback on it, then make revisions to clarify their ideas.

Studio:  
Review Requirements for project

Review color theory, painting/drawing techniques as needed as well as collage methods. Demonstrate each as it applies to postmodern art- ex: Collage- layer, interaction of text and image, appropriation etc. Allow experimentation time. Suggestion: Base experimentation on one of the thumbnail sketch images to explore execution possibilities. 

Day 7-11

Student will select their best sketch and use it as the basis for their final portrait. Teacher will review art media techniques as needed to support student selected method of art-making.

A Written Commentary (suggested time: 25–45 min). 
After students complete their initial research and observational drawings, they will reflect on the significance and meaning of the subjects they have chosen to draw. They will also comment about why they chose to include particular imagery in their final designs.

1. thumbnail sketch page(s)

2. A two-dimensional portrait (art piece)

3. The student’s commentary on his or her artistic judgments (written piece)

4. A Peer Critique Sheet

Question 2 (Assessment and Reflection)

2. How did you actually go about creating your art?
Most viewers will want to know something about your materials or your process, especially if the materials or processes are unusual. It’s not necessary to write a step-by-step guide to the watercolor process, or list every chemical that you used to process your photographs. You might just mention that you use watercolors and that you were drawn to them for their unpredictable nature and their transparency.

Or

you could briefly describe the process used to create a still life using ebony pencils and what made you love it. And if there’s an unusual technique or material, mention that and what benefits you got out of using that material. Give specific supporting evidence that references the choices you have made artistically that would lead the viewer to have this response. Then consider three artistic choices style(s)s and visual techniques that you made. Describe and explain each choice, why you made it and how it conveyed the meaning you wanted. Some concepts that you might want to consider discussing are listed in the Word Bank box, but you may discuss other examples not listed. You may also want to refer to your sketchbook and planning notes.
