Central Idea: Students are to use one of their names (first, middle, last or nickname) as the main emphasis in a work of art.  They are also to incorporate some of the elements and principles of design.  Some of the elements must be used (ex. line, color, shape, emphasis, unity) and other elements to be decided upon by the student (ex. pattern, texture, contrast). Why are names used in art?  Where else do you see names? Do graphic artists design logos and names for packages? Why? What is the purpose of those designs?
Background Information: Students will look at and discuss art in the permanent collection by famous artists to gain ideas for their design. Some of the art work viewed is by Chagall, Escher, Matisse, Schapiro, Lichtenstein, Seurat, Ringgold, Klee, Miro and Munter.  The art styles that the students view to gain ideas are Impressionism, Post Impressionism, Fauvism, Bauhaus, Surrealism, Abstract, and Pop Art. Students will choose one or more artists as well as an art style that inspires them to come up with a name design that incorporates elements and principles of design.

Media: Students must use mixed media, but each student is to choose which media he/she is to use. Options include: oil pastels, watercolor paints, permanent markers, water soluble colored pencils, water-soluble oil pastels, and construction paper.
