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The function of these workshops is to reawaken and/or increase the momentum of the visual art teacher as a practicing and exhibiting artist in their own right. We will look at the question “why do we make art ourselves? How and why might we teach this discipline to our students?  Do we practice what we teach?” The focus of the workshops will be artistic production, reflection, applicable experience to the classroom, and development of disciplined application of APS curricular goals to personal and public practice. 

We will be reading excerpts from Pink and Gardner, as well as other writers provided by Brandhorst, and provided by attendees as applicable.  The readings will be used to promote further visual work and not as ends in themselves. Readings will be presented and discussed in class.  There will not be outside reading assignments beyond personal artistic research.
Students are to purchase a new sketchbook for this as we will be using the International Baccalaureate model of the Research Work Book (RWB).  It is a model that uses sketching, referencing, and regular reflections to create a solid foundation for serious art production.  Workshop participants will be expected to pursue a new series of personal art works in anticipation of final exhibition and documentation.  

Basic art making supplies shall be provided by Brandhorst and Grady High School when necessary, however, participants are expected to provide any personally necessary supplies and tools as work becomes more individualized. 

Meetings will occur according to the master workshop calendar including off campus gallery experiences where specified in collaboration with Lisa Whittington.
